This means one may eat 1 meal, 
and if needed up to 2 additional meals that together do not equal 
the regular meal (unless health conditions require an alterna-
tive).

“Lord, it is good to give thanks to you.”  
These are the words from the refrain 
of this Sunday’s responsorial psalm.  
Thanksgiving is at the core of what it 
means to be a steward.  We cannot 
offer our gifts to our parish communi-

ties if we don't first acknowledge and give thanks to God 
for giving us these gifts in the first place.  Cardinal Collins 
in his Pastoral Letter on Stewardship* says that, “deep 
stewardship begins with gratitude and ends with account-
ability. We recognize gratefully that everything in life is a 
gift of God. 
 
Not only does gratitude unlock a spirituality of stewardship, 
but it is also the first step in living a life of greater joy.  The 
opposite of gratitude is indifference.  Often times we are 
indifferent and unaware of all the great gifts in our lives.
