THIS WEEK’S READINGS

ship… —Daniel 7:14 
Jesus Christ is the faithful witness…and ruler of 

the kings of earth. —Revelation 1:5 
“My kingdom does not belong to this world…My 

kingdom is not here.” —John 18:36 
Jesus is the KING OF KINGS! Jesus is the KING OF 
HEAVEN AND EARTH! Yet Jesus isn’t like earthly 
kings who are wealthy and powerful and can make 
people do whatever they want them to. Jesus wants 
what is good and right for everyone in the world. He 
doesn’t want power for himself - he wants everyone 
to be treated with justice and to have what they need 
to live joyful lives. Can Jesus be the King of your 
heart? He wants to be. He wants to work together 
with us to bring about a Kingdom of love and equali-
ty. 

Dear Lord, thank you for being an awesome God. 
You are the most gentle, loving, just, kind, glorious, 

powerful king in all of heaven and earth. We love you 
and invite you into our hearts. 

REFLECTION OF STEWARDSHIP  
On this solemnity of Christ the King let us reflect on 
how we can enthrone Jesus in our hearts through our 
commitment to stewardship. Firstly, we can let God 
rule in our lives by giving Him the “first fruits” of our 
time in prayer. We should then strive to use our gifts 
to serve our fellow parishioners, and in turn, serve 
the King of kings.  

CHRIST THE KING 
 

While Jesus hung on the Cross, he 
was mocked as “King of the Jews”. 
The Inscription on the Cross over 
him calling him that title was meant 
to be ironic.  And yet, Jesus had told 
Pontius Pilate “I am a King.  I was 
born for this.  I came into the world 
for this” but he also declared that his 
kingship was not of this world.  To-

day it is only with difficulty that we can empathize 
with kingship.  To the mind of most people in the 
modern world, the concept of kingly rule has echoes 
of authoritarianism, class distinction and a world of 
unjust, unearned privilege, but this is for from the bib-
lical notion.  The kingship of Christ is non–political, 
universalist and non-national.  Its core is a special 
king of justice, not based on fallible human laws, but 
with help and protection for the weak, the poor, and 
the helpless.  If the justice of God really operated in 
our world, it would bring peace between nations, and 
between individuals.
