THIS WEEK’S READINGS 
 

1st Reading:      Isaiah 62.1-5 
Psalm:         Ps 96.1-2,3-4,7-8,9-10ac (R.3) 
2nd Reading: 1 Corinthians 12.4-11  
Gospel:             John 2.1-12.  

 
In the Gospel this Sunday we 
hear about Jesus’ first miracle.  
Jesus was with His mother 
and disciples at a wedding in 
Cana when the wine had run 
out.  Mary asked Jesus to help 
and He in turn changed six 
large jars of water into deli-

cious fine wine.   Let us take some time to reflect 
on this extraordinary event and see how it can 
influence us in our life of stewardship. 

WHAT IS MASS? 
The Introductory Rites 
This include everything from the gathering of the 
people and the procession, through the Sign of the 
Cross, the Greeting, the Penitential Act, the Gloria, 
and the Collect. The Introductory Rites are the part 
of Mass that helps us get in the right frame of mind 
to participate in Mass. It helps us focus on the 
“theme” of the day (listen to the Collect, it will help 
you know what that is) and it gives us a chance to 
enter into the Mass with a clean heart and soul (the 
Penitential Act which is normally the General Con-
fession or the “Lord have mercy…”).
