His cult spread throughout the entire 
Church in the Middle Ages because he was re-
puted to have miraculously cured a little boy 
who nearly died because of a fishbone in his 
throat.  From the eighth century he has been in-
voked on behalf of the sick, especially those af-
flicted with illnesses of the throat.
