Rather than getting entangled in 
legal debates, Jesus redirects the 
conversation to the heart of the 
matter: God’s original design for 
marriage and family. From the 
very beginning, God intended

It’s about 
holding fast to the love that brought you together, treas-
uring the moments of joy shared with your children, and 
trusting in God’s guidance through the challenges.We all 
know that family life can be difficult.
