  FOURTH SUNDAY OF ADVENT –  CHRISTMAS DAY 2024 

Luke 1:39-45 
 
Today’s Gospel from Luke draws 
us into one of the most beautiful 
and tender moments in the story of 
salvation: Mary visiting her cousin 
Elizabeth. It’s a meeting overflow-
ing with love, faith, and joy—
qualities that resonate deeply with 
young families. Mary has just re-
ceived the incredible news that she 
will be the mother of Jesus, the 

Son of God. Instead of staying home to process this life-
changing announcement, she sets out on a journey to vis-
it Elizabeth, who is herself experiencing a miraculous 
pregnancy. As Mary enters the home, Elizabeth is filled 
with the Holy Spirit, and her unborn child, John the Bap-
tist, leaps for joy. Elizabeth recognizes the presence of 
Jesus in Mary and proclaims her blessed for her faith and 
obedience to God. For young families, this passage 
speaks volumes. First, it reminds us of the importance of 
relationships and connection. Mary’s journey to Eliza-
beth was an act of love. She didn’t visit out of obligation 
but out of genuine care and joy for her cousin. In our own 
families, this is a powerful reminder of how meaningful it 
is to be present for one another.
