Comment on Mt 2,1-12

Today, we celebrate the
Feast of the Epiphany — the
moment the Magi, or Wise
Men, visited Jesus. You
know, I was thinking... the
Magi were kind of like the
original GPS users. They
didn’t have Google Maps,
but they followed a star
across deserts and moun-
tains — no "recalculating"
or “make a U-turn” messages from Siri! But let
me ask you something — have you ever felt a lit-
tle lost, maybe even in the middle of all the bus-
yness of life? Parents, I know mornings can feel
like a race — trying to find missing shoes, getting
kids to school, packing lunches, and somehow
keeping everyone happy. And kids, I know
sometimes it feels like you’re following a million
different directions — homework, sports, friends
— it can be a lot! The Magi’s journey reminds us
that sometimes we just need to pause, look up,
and follow the light that God places in our lives.
That star led them to Jesus — and that’s exactly
what we need to do, too. But here’s the best part
— when the Magi found Jesus, they didn’t just
say, “Oh, cool, there He is!” and leave. They
knelt down and offered Him gifts — gold, frank-
incense, and myrrh. Now, I know some of you
kids might be wondering, “Why didn’t they
bring something fun, like toys or video games?”
But those gifts weren’t random — they were gifts
fit for a King.
