The Gospel today tells a story of in-
credible love. A story about a father 
who never stops loving, even when his 
son rejects everything he has offered. 
The younger son demands his inher-
itance and leaves home, believing free-

dom means doing whatever he wants. He wastes eve-
rything - his money, his dignity, his relationship with 
his family. Alone and starving, he hits rock bottom. In 
that moment of total desperation, something extraor-
dinary happens. He remembers his father. Not as a 
harsh judge, but as a source of mercy. He decides to 
return home, not expecting to be fully welcomed, but 
hoping perhaps to be hired as a servant. But the father 
sees him from far away. And instead of waiting, in-
stead of lecturing or punishing, he runs. He runs to 
meet his broken son. He embraces him, kisses him, 
restores him. No questions asked, no conditions im-
posed. This is God's love. A love that doesn't count our 
mistakes. A love that doesn't measure our worth by our 
failures. A love that always, always waits for us to come 
home. The parable tells us there are no distances too 
great, no sins too big for God's mercy.
